4. Stamp the Merry Background with 

Soft Sand ink onto a white cardstock 

panel. Cut snowbanks from white 

cardstock. 

5. Assemble piece onto a white card as 

shown. 

6. Add Rock Candy Stickles to the tops 

of the snow banks. 

7. Cut the edges from felt snowflakes, 

affix to the card, add Rock Candy 

Stickles and pearls.
